Each test is 
required under No Child Left Behind , the Wyoming Department of Education, or other federal statute. 

 
Wyoming Assessments 

 

Elementary and Middle Grades Assessments (grades 3-8) 
 
¶ The Proficiency Assessments for Wyoming Students (PAWS) is a summative assessment in 

reading, mathematics, and science. The PAWS in reading and mathematics is administered once 
a year in grades 3-8. The PAWS science assessment is administered in grades 4 and 8. 
 

 

High School Assessments (grades 9-12) 
 

¶ The ACT suite of tests is administered to all students in grades 9-11 in public high schools 

throughout Wyoming.   FCSD #1 uses the scores from the EXPLORE (Grade 9), PLAN (Grade 10), 

and ACT (Grade 11) assessments as a measure of College and Career Readiness.  Readiness 

Benchmark scores define success as a 50% or higher probability of earning a B or higher in the 

corresponding college course or courses.   

 

¶  Measures of Academic Progress (MAP) assessment is a computer-administered adaptive test 

that measures individual student achievement and growth.  It is administered twice per year in 

grades K-10 in math, reading, and science in grades 4 and 8. 

 

National Assessments 

The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) tests a sample of students in grades 4 and 8. 

Students are randomly selected to participate as a representative of students in Wyoming who attend 

schools with similar characteristics. In most states about 100 schools are selected for grade 4 

assessment and 100 schools for grade 8 assessments. 

Trends in International Mathematics and Science Study (TIMSS) 

TIMSS assesses the mathematics and science knowledge and skills of students in grades 4 and 8 

internationally and will collect background information that can be used to improve teaching and 
learning in mathematics and science. 
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Results 
 

NAEP Results  

Wyoming results are compared with all other states as well as the District of Columbia and the 

Department of Defense Schools. For 2015 the results for reading and math are as follows; 

¶ 4th Grade Reading Score 228 – Wyoming ranked 8th Nationally (1st among all western states) 

 

¶ 4th Grade Math 247 – Wyoming ranked 6th Nationally (1st among all western states) 

 

 

¶ 8th Grade Reading 269 - Wyoming ranked 12th Nationally (Above all western states except 

Montana) 

 

¶ 8th Grade Math 287 – Wyoming ranked 12th Nationally (Above or equal to all western states) 

 

In an article published by the Wyoming Education Association August 2015, data that shows 
Wyoming education leading the region, nation and the world was shared during a key legislative 
meeting with the Select Committee on School Finance Recalibration.  
 
At the Council of State Governments in late July, Dr. Julian Vasquez Heilig, Professor of Education 
Leadership and Policy Studies at the California Sacramento State University presented numbers at the 
conference that show Wyoming leading the Western states in NAEP/TIMMS Science scores and ranking 
sixth in the world.  
 
Wyoming's NAEP/TIMMS Math scores also ranked first in the Western states and eighth in the world. 
The statistical calculations by the National Center for Educational Statistics also show that Wyoming is 
statistically tied for number two in the world in Science, behind Finland. 
 

Summary: 

How are students in FCSD1 doing? With Wyoming education leading the region, nation, and the world 

and given Lander performs above the state average in almost all indicators on the state assessment we 

can surmise students in Lander are performing among the top in the county and the world. As parents 

and community members you can feel good about the education your students are receiving.

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Proficiency Assessments for Wyoming Students (PAWS) 

The primary purpose of the PAWS assessment is to determine program achievement at the school, 

district, and state levels in support of the teaching and learning that takes place in Wyoming public 

classrooms and meets all the requirements of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.  

The PAWS has undergone a transition to align to the Common Core State Standards. The 2014 test 

began the alignment phase and in 2015 the test was aligned further. This means that the 2014 PAWS 

was based on entirely new scale and cut scores and comparisons to previous tests would not be valid. 

It’s important to note that the new baseline reflects much higher expectations and therefore, lower 

proficiency rates are to be expected.
